Snr Triples = 40% of the total points available. For Masters, Diamond & Intermediate Triples = 35% of the total points available. For Intermediate, Jnr Restricted, Same Sex & Jnr Triples = 30% of the total
points available. For Junior Same Sex = 25% of the total points available. For Junior = 20% of the total points available. Novice dancers do not need to pass assessment.
