Friday Evening:

Senior Novelties will remain on Sunday evening.

Saturday and Sunday:

Both days will start at 8:30 a.m. Doors opening at 8am
Saturday will feature couple dancing for Juniors sections and Seniors sections
with Junior finals and presentations earlier in the evening and Senior finals
and presentations later to ensure Juniors aren’t competing too late.
Junior Sections and Senior Sections will be run together eg:

o Junior Novice heats

o Senior Novice heats

*To be clear they will not be dancing on the floor together at the same time

held via Zoom in the week before the competition.
